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The original research plan was to organize the relationship between bridal

services and new tourism and to construct a hypothesis for bridal tourism imports through a
literature review and interviews with industry professionals and bridal service users.

However, since the start of the study (FY2020), the bridal market has been almost completely
inactive due to the spread of covid-19. In particular, since travel to domestic and overseas
observation areas was not feasible, as an alternative measure, we promoted research activities based
on the negotiation and close reading of materials that might be directly or indirectly related to
the research theme. In the fourth year of the study, | visited each observation site and conducted
interviews in order to make up for the delay.
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
