The retirement nurse of the
hospital carried out the attentive hearing of the cognitive functional decline elderly person twice
a day for three months for the immediate nature period and | analyzed the autonomic nerve activity
of the recognition functional decline elderly person and evaluated the stress situation. As for the
autonomic nerve activity, a mild tendency included stress after the attentive hearing, and there was

not the appearance of BPSD. As for the result, the attentive hearing by the retirement nurse is one
of the effective methods to relax stress.
