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In this project, we revisit the nature of money from an interdisciplinary
and unified perspective. To this end, we collaborated as front-line researchers on money from
different approaches, including monetary history, financial history, contemporary monetary theory,
anthropology, and social thought. We reached a consensus on the importance of viewing money as a
value system and gained insights through an interdisciplinary approach from multiple dimensions. The

results were made public through panel sessions and workshops at related academic conferences, as
well as presentations at various conferences and seminars. We also published academic books and
articles and are preparing a collective volume. These joint studies aim to gain new perspectives
through collaboration and dialogue across research fields among researchers who have accumulated a
wealth of research experience.
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
