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This study explores how identity development relates to time orientations in the
transition to adulthood. The longitudinal data indicate that future orientation strengthens commitment
but present orientation weakens it and promotes explorations. The findings sug?est that identity
development needs both future orientation and present orientation, namely a balanced time orientation.
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
