In the inland region of China, especially, diverse snail-

feeding Carabina species and land snails occur. Macrocephalic Carabina species occur in habitats harboring

small-sized brad¥baenid snails abundantly. In habitats where both macro- and stenocephalic Carabina speci

es occur, the shell morphology of bradybaenid snails was markedly diversified, suggesting an adaptive radi
ation due to strong predation pressure from snail-feeding predators.
