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The bacterial examination has been performed during the course of the root canal
treatment. In this study, metagenomic and Bioplorer (using fluorescence reagents and a membrane filter)
analyses were applied to the profiling of microbiota in infected root canals, in order to evaluate the
outcomes of the treatment. As a result, detailed components of the microbiota and rapid quantification of
bacteria in infected root canals were found to be successfully performed utilizing these two methods.
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
