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Association between Cultural Capital and Social Capital: An Approach through the Sur
veys on Participants of Classical Music Festivals

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The association between cultural capital and social capital were examined by means
of two social surveys in a classical music festival. Besides, the attitude of art for arts® sake, and the
social identity and mental health, of the audience were examined.

Mainly, two social survey was conducted. One is the survey for general audience in "Saito Kinen Festival,
Matsumoto (SKF)" and the other is the survey for junior high school students who attended the student prog
ram of SKF. The latter enabled us to examine the association described at the beginning in the middle of d
evelopmental process.

As a result, we found the strong association between the initial contact to classical music and the prefer
ence in classical music, and the strong association between the initial contact and the participation and
evaluation of their community.
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
