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Since the advent of the Great Recession, the notion of policy regime has
gained new significance in analyzing the possibilities for a post-neoliberal paradigmatic
alternative. Policy innovations directed toward an economic breakthrough require both political
leadership and a new economic theory. Recognizing the need to analyze fluid and unstable situations,
we have set up a new research design in which we emphasize political variables; whether political
leaders and citizens can overcome the various weaknesses inherent in democracy and escape from an
economic crisis by establishing an effective social coalition. This project has examined various

institutional and strategic aspects of capitalist democracy to construct a general and dynamic
analytical framework.
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
