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In our era of globalization, there has been a renewal of interest in the
education of other countries as models for one"s own country--educational transfer. It is probably
fair to say, however, that the majority of educational models which are considered international
standards and are models for other countries are western in their origin. There is a need to
diversify the models available in the international arena. This project, starting from this
understanding, analyzed the strengths and weakness of Japanese style education cross-nationally, and

presented an international model. The results have been published, announced in symposiums, and
have informed practice(e.g., teaching material, HP on tokkatsu, HPhttp://www.p.u-tokyo.ac.jp/~
tsunelab/tokkatsu) .
