As the SDGs pointed out, in the socioeconomic development of a developing
country, sustainable development of domestic industries and firms is essential to boost economic
growth and employment creation that bring about poverty reduction. Taking into consideration that
the industries in developing countries have been polarized or marginalized, this research intended
to focus on the designs of “ integrated industrial policies” that cam promote “ inclusive”
industrial development. The research project produced a set of two books (in English) as a unique
guide and a collection of piecewise and integrated policy designs for those in the international
development community who try to promote sustained growth of industries and firms in developing
countries by a well-coordinated set of industrial and supporting policies.

5) Should industry policies cater for “pro-poorness” and “inclusiveness” in addition to
promoting economic growth?

6) What are the dimensions of integration in designing “integrated” industrial policies?

7) How can we properly assess the efficacy of industrial policies for evidence-based policy
making?
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
