Mixed research on child abuse notification and nurse-family relationship
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The purpose of this study is to clarify what kind of relationship the ward
nurse involved in child abuse has with the children®s family in the ward, and what feelings they
have towards the family.

As a result of conducting a qualitative systematic review based on previous researches, it became

clear that nurses have an unambiguous feeling towards their families. At the same time that the

family was regarded as the object of care, they also had feelings that blame the family, and they

felt remorse against themselves who had such negative feelings. From the above, it is an urgent task
to create a system that allows nurses to take their own emotions positive and continue to handle

child abuse care including family members.
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
