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Research on the significance of intergenerational exchange for senior citizens
in museums through the survey on their long-term memories of museum experiences

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We conducted the research and surveys on long-term memories of museum
experiences among the senior citizens engaged in Astronomy College for Seniors in AKASHI MUNICIPAL
PLANETARIUM and the senior groups called Ikiiki-tai conducting the community-minded activities in
various places including The Showa Era Life Style Museum after taking the course of group
reminiscence in community conducted by Kitanagoya city. In both cases, the significance of
socio-cultural factors in museum experiences was identified. Furthermore, in the former case, the
importance of interaction with other members in various ages and museum staffs is remarkable. 1In
the latter case, the consciousness of community contribution and the importance of making company
among senior members are also identified.

We also conducted the same surveys among volunteer interpretation group consisting of members in
¥arious ages in The Hokkaido University Museum and identified the significance of socio-cultural
actors.
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
