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Uterine cervical cancer screening at the physical checkup of the company is
very useful because the population of the female worker has been increasing. National and local
governments, medical institutions, companies, and educational institutions must have an accurate
understanding of the current situation, and take an assertive approach in order to decrease the
mortality rate of uterine cervical cancer. Support via smartphone applications might be useful for
younger age groups to prevent the uterine cervical cancer. The mobile application lets the user
create an individualized plan by filling in templates with actions, and direct links to local
government and academic societies. An application describes : (1) the increase in the incidence of
uterine cervical cancer, especially among young adults ; (2) human papillomavirus (HPV) infection ;
(3) the effectiveness of cytological uterine cervical cancer screening.
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
