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The influences of life review conducted by both end-stage cancer patients and
their families on families before and after bereavement.
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The aim of this study was to investigate the influences of having a
researcher as an interviewer and conducting a life review and interview with end-stage cancer
patients and their families. It was conducted for the purpose of clarifying qualitatively. As a
result of carrying out with the cooperation of 4 families, the effects on the family before
bereavement are [acknowledge the way of life as a family] [acknowledge the way of life respected by
the patient] [participate In the integration of the patient"s life] It has become clear that
[passing on the inherited family"s thoughts and way of life] [supporting the family so that they can

live like patients] [communication of thoughts and thanks to each other]. In addition, it was
clarified that the effects after bereavement include [incorporating connections with the deceased
into one"s own way of life].
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
