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Effects of learning in hospices among children receiving pediatric palliative
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This study’ s objective was to train_personnel to provide learning support
for children receiving pediatric palliative care and to clarify its effects. In every year of the
study period, a training program was planned and implemented for volunteers to provide learning
support to children receiving palliative care. The content of each program was amended to make
improvements with reference to the results from the previous year. Furthermore, the effects of the
program on participants carrying out learning support with children in hospice facilities were
verified based on interviews and participant observations. As a result, the diverse roles of
learning support for children receiving pediatric palliative care were clarified.
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
