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By focusing on the seventeenth-century Dutch Cartesianism, which is supposed

to link Descartes and Spinoza, the present research tried to elucidate how the Dutch Cartesians
thought about the relationship between religion and politics. In addition, it tried to clarify the
relationship between the Dutch Cartesianism and Spinoza as well as the philosophical thought of the
quintessential Dutch Cartesian Johannes Clauberg. As a result, the research came to illuminate,
first, how the early modern philosophy developed in relation to the religio-political environment of
orthodoxy and heresy, second, how parts of Spinoza’ s so-called radicalism can already be seen in
the works written by some of the Dutch Cartesians, and third, that insofar as the relationship to

the church and the traditional theology were concerned, the Dutch Cartesianism was a diverse
movement.
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
