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The purpose of this study is to reconsider the relationship between liberal
education and technical and professional education. Although liberal education assumed education
through arts and sciences subjects in the late 19th century, liberal education through technical and

professional subjects became accepted in the early 20th century England. In other words, the
definition of liberal education has changed from specific subjects to principles which should be
pursued at universities. It can be pointed out that liberal education is not the opposite of
technical and professional education, but both can coexist in nature.
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
