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This study shows the couclusion that connectivity should be improved to
promote freer movement and trade. This will contribute to more balanced trade with big power,
constituting the situation of mutual assured dependence. In the economic security, For example, the
Mongolian enervator of improving food security will be regarded as a hopeful model of neutral
economic diplomacy for strong economic security, which is regarded as the first step to the new
balanced order.In terms of continuous, balanced economic diplomacy for landlocked countries, strong
ties with neighouring countries should be kept and enhanced. This should be perceived as economic
diplomacy in which partners should create an economic network and consortium for freer trade,
preventing from the so-called trap of landlocked area.
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
