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The Network Governance was empirically researched in the context of the East
Asia from the point of access to justice. The possibility of the governance by mutual
complementarity network of states and non-states, such as civil society and private sector, for
remedy of vulnerable peoples suffering from the enlarging global market economy under neoliberalism
was examined by the field research mainly in Vietnam, Cambodia and Myanmar under the influence of
Japan and China.

The creation and implementation of the soft law, such as CSR and the UN Human Rights Counsel®s
Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights, the OECD Guiding Principles on Multi-national
Enterprises and UN Global Compact on Refugees in 2018 as well as UN Global Compact on Migrants, were
examined.
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
