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The purpose of this study was to clarify the practice of Mongolian Buddhism,

which has developed glocally, not only in Mongolia, but also in India, China, Europe, and the
United States. Through the researches, we elucidated that "Mongolian Buddhism" was formed and
practiced in a global and local politics in association with enthoning the reincarnated lamas as
the nodal point.Moreover we demonstrated throughout socialist era, disconnected with Tibet because
of Soviet intervention to the Tibetan Buddhist church. The results were published in a special issue
of Ethnology Quarterly and in many books, articles, and conference presentations. Eventually, we
held the international symposium "Buddhist Practice and Reincarnated Lamas in Contemporary
Mongolia,”™ at the National Museum of Ethnolo%y on December 17-18, 2022. The results will be
compiled as a special issue of the Bulletin of the National Museum of Ethnology.
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
