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Knowledge and techniques using biological resources enclosed in “ Minor
Subsistence” in various Japanese villages, were revealed and reevaluated through the viewpoint of
environmental education. Environmental educational programs subjected on “ Minor Subsistence” were
also created and executed. In the present study, we showed that farmer®s markets displaying products
by hunting-gathering, rearing and cultivation are working as windows visualizing local biodiversity
and potentially available as excellent fields for environmental education.
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
