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The subject of this study"s consideration is the worship in the Buddha®s
relic in pan-Asia. We conducted a field survey in each region, focusing on the shape of the vessel
that holds the relic and the way the vessel is buried. The purpose of this study is to elucidate two

things: how the reliquary has changed over time and region, and how the correlation between the
relic and the vessel has changed. In order to achieve this goal, we conducted field surveys of
Buddhist temple sites in southern and northern India, Nepal, Xinjiang Uighur Autonomous Region in
China, Sri Lanka, and Indonesia, as well as surveys of related artifacts in museums in each region.
As a result, an unconventional new viewpoint has been opened that the propagation route of the
reliquary is assumed to be the north route (North India - Gandhara - West) and the south route
(South India - Sri Lanka - Indonesia).
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
