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This project reached the following findings. First, in the discourse of the

Belt and the Road Initiative, the oldness of the Silk Road becomes more important tie. Second, the
discourse of the Silk Road and its geopolitical significance has been utilized by the big economic
powers for centuries repeatedly. Third, the soft power of the Kongzi Institute has been fully
employed to boost pro-Chinese international atmosphere in the countries along the Belt and Road
Initiative. Fourth, the freedom of religion has been under the strict control through the
anti-terror campaign, the Sinicization of religions, and the appearance of the discourse of
religious risks” after 2016. This campaign affects religious faith and suspends free international
migration flow. Many Muslims with the Islamic learning experience have now lost the Islamic career.
Fifth, in place of Muslims in China, English speaking Han Chinese has become the main actors of
international trade with Islamic regions.
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
