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Assisted Reproductive Technology (ART) has been globalized. In Muslim
majority countries, ART has been rapidly developing and globalizing around the world. The "
legitimate" interpretation of Islamic law and rule-making that is in harmony with the advanced
technology, the religion and ethics. The basic structure and practice of "law" in the Muslim
majority countries are distinct from modern Western law. For understanding it, it is necessary to
have an interdisciplinary perspective, not only in law but also in ethics, political science,
Islamic studies, and area studies, and to make a comparative legal, empirical, and interdisciplinary

study of the characteristics of the legal process in the Muslim majority countries. This study uses
Alternative Reproductive Technology as an analytical material to analyze legal phenomena in the
Muslim majority countries and attempted to develop an analytical framework for understanding the
phenomenon.
