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The principal investigator and 3 co-investigators published articles in Vol.
25 of the Journal of Environmental Sociology, published by the Japanese Association for
Environmental Sociology. This was a special issue on “ Approaching Research on Military Issues from
the Perspective of Environmental Sociology.” In addition, on 22 February 2020, the project group
planned and held a public symposium at Meiji Gakuin University entitled “ Societies with Advancing
Militarization.” The principal investigator and each of the co-investigators presented their
findings about their own field work. Three commentators gave their comments on these presentations.
In addition, there were many questions from the approximately 70 people who attended the event,
which resulted in lively discussion.
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
