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A study of Asian and Japanese perceptions of students in colonial ruled area
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The purpose of this study is to clarify the characteristics of the
recognition of Japan and Asia by secondary school students such as the Korean Peninsula, Taiwan,and
China during the colonial rule period through books, magazines, documents, interviews, etc. As a
result of research, in schools where Japanese students were attending, and schools where students
from Taiwan and the Korean Peninsula were attending, the fact that an image of Japan was expressed
as being forced to follow strong social pressure and clarified the features. We also conducted and
organized a questionnaire survey targeting Japanese people who attended secondary school in
Northeast China.

We held international academic research conferences with professors from Tiwan and Korea, academic
societies, etc. at Korea National University of Teacher Science (2017) and Nanhua University of

Taiwan (2018).
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
