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The structure of the effective coaching for tactical instruction and its
developmental process: from narratives of prominent ball game coaches
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The main results obtained in this study are as follows: 1) The prominent
ball game coaches use "the deductive thinking"™ in which they strengthen the tactical ability of each
player to achieve the goals of the team, as well as "the inductive thinking" in which they
harmonize the tactical ability of each player and improve the team"s achievement. 2) The prominent
ball game coaches refine the tactical ability of each player by intentionally setting the situation
that prevent the realization of the technical elements. 3) These thoughts can be deepened through

the reflection on their own coaching behavior.
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
