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Development and evaluation of a prevention program on dating violence
introducing the active learning

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We conducted a survey of high school and university students to develop
dating violence prevention program by introducing active learning, and found that empathy and
conflict resolution strategies effected on the perpetration of dating violence. A program reflecting

these results was implemented for high school and university students, and its effectiveness was
verified through pre-, post-, and follow-up surveys. The results suggested that the program
increased and maintained awareness of violence, but it did not have significant effect on behavioral
change, which remains as an issue for the future. In addition, a survey of high school nurse
teachers revealed a lack of educational materials on dating violence, so we made a textbook of our
program and distributed it to high schools.
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
