The result was that
while the incidents/accidents by Japanese occurred most frequent at the initial stage of war, those
by Thais rapidly increased at the last stage of war, which meant that Japanese had to endure
frequent incidents by Thais. The alliance between Japan and Thailand, therefore, was the alliance of
endurance.
