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In this study, | analyze the relationship between Baha’ i movement as a
religious minority group in the Middle East and Japan based upon the keyword of Concordia movement.
Especially, 1 focus upon the Concordia movement in Japan organized by Jinzo Naruse, the founder of
Japan Women’ s University and Masaharu Anezaki, professor of religious study, the Imperial
University of Tokyo. Naruse met Abdul Baha, the hierarch of Baha’ i religious sect, in London and
kept his relations with them in Japan. It is also reported that Roka Tokutomi, a writer, met Abdul
Baha in Haifa in the British mandatory Palestine, too.
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
