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Fallibilism attracted many philosopher. For example, pragmatists or Karl
Popper. We cannot deny that they are very important philosophers in 20th century. And these
philosophers who accept fallibilism often give a very important role to common sense in
epistemology. My aim in this project is to study historical relationship between the modern
fallibilists and the early modern ones, especially Thomas Reid or George Berkeley and to reveal
their resemblance in epistemological structure.
