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The purpose of this research was to clarify the Japanese history of 70mm
films which had become almost impossible to see in Japan, and to form an archive for the screening
and preservation of 70mm films.

In a three-year research period, | clarified the distribution of 70mm film theaters in Japan, 70mm
films directed by Japanese directors and the conditions of the original films. Furthermore, this
research established the apparatus and the system necessary for preserving and screening 70mm films.
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
