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The features of program-based services in health and long-term care law are
as follows: services are not provided as defined benefits for beneficiaries; a wide range of people
are targeted; necessary costs for programs are provided by public funds and social insurance

premiums; cooperation with various private organizations are required in the implementation of
rograms.

pItgis important to establish an analytical framework of users® benefits that consists of access to

services, quality of services, and efficiency of service costs in order to legally examine diverse

programs. Further studies should be conducted on the content of various benefits and the

relationship of them from this perspective.
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
