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Is the so-called environmentalization of natural resources laws useful for
sustainable society to be achieved? If so, how? These are the questions when this project was
launched. The following two points are shown here as main outcomes. First, conservation provisions
are never static. That means that such provisions have often been scrutinized by the courts. Then,
the above questions cannot be appropriate ones. As the research went on, it began to seem that not
so much those questions but the following one should be much more suitable -- Is incorporating
ecosystem services into varieties of laws useful for sustainable society to be realized? It is
because that ecosystem services is clearer a concept than environmentalization. Moreover, by asking
