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The achievements of this research project can be summarized in the following

five points; first, it has articulated political dynamics and factors that contributed to the
selection of Jeremy Corbyn as the Labour Leader; second, the project has endeavoured to build an
understanding of grassroots memberships and supporters who supported Corbin-in particular, about who
they are and the roles played by them in the selection and the subsequent political processes;
third, the project has identified some limitations of Corbyn"s leadership, In particular, in terms
of securing support from so-called "Left-behind" voters; fourth, the project has explored the
development of policy ideas under Corbyn®s leadership, which signals a clear departure of Neoliberal
orthodoxz that was prevalent in the UK for the last 40 years; finally, it has also explored the
relationship between left politics and feminism by examining the antagonistic relationship between

women Labour MPs and Corbyn®"s leadership.
