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This project employs the research method of international history studies to

investigate Japan-U.S. relations regarding peaceful nuclear power and nuclear non-proliferation in
the 1950s and 1960s, producing the following works. One is a research article discussing the
structural effects of Japanese nuclear policy-making on the development of Japan’ s nuclear-weapon
potential through its peaceful nuclear power program published in a refereed international journal.
Another research article published in a co-authored English book examines the influence of
international nuclear cooperation on Japan’ s reprocessing capability development, to be translated
and published in a Japanese journal. Besides, a research article on U.S. responses to the spread of
reprocessing capability and Japan’ s reprocessing program was submitted to an international journal
and accepted after a thorough review process.
