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This research program tried to grasp the characteristics of T. B. Veblen' s
methodology of economic science, tracing movements of his contemporary neighboring disciplines,
including evolutionary sciences like anthropology and Eugenics, as well as biology. It showed that
he described real people on his unique theory of human nature when he overcame the modeling of
simple economic behavior in orthodox economics. It was also found out that his suggestion concerning

the rehabilitation plan of economic science involved a crucial question surrounding the notion of
efficiency in our economic society, and that his perspective was reflected in discussions of topical
consideration like peace theory in his later life.
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
