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In this research, Abe and Watanabe conducted a structural analysis of
functional differentiation of universities at the macro (national/local) and micro (university and
university personnel) levels, from both qualitative/logical viewpoints as well as through the lens
of mathematical (simulation) and statistical models.

The output of a qualitative study result was included in a scholarly book entitled "Envisioning
the Asian New Flagship University: Its Past and Vital Future", published by the Berkeley Public
Policy Press, as case studies of two universities in Japan. The quantitative study result, which
was co-authored by Abe and Watanabe, appeared in the Research & Occasional Paper Series, published
by the University of California, Berkeley"s Goldman School of Public Policy. The research has
developed into a new joint project with researchers from Korea, Taiwan, and Malaysia and is
currently in progress.
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
