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The research aims at finding clues for the discussions on how to reform
welfare states by focusing on the dynamics inherent in decision-making by people with disabilities
(PWDs) and comparing these dynamics among the EU member states and Japan. It primarily focuses on
employment and social protection of PWDs. It examines opinions and wishes by PWDS as well as the
present conditions of social inclusion of PWDs in the light of the UN Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities under different welfare regimes. Work-life-balance theories are used as
the framework of the examination. Similarities and differences among some EU countries and Japan in
terms of social inclusion, especially the articles 27 and 28 of UN CRPD are explored throughout this

research.
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
