Subject Formation of Citizens in Practice through Social Workers at Community
General Support Centers

This study examines actual practice to determine the subject formation of
citizens through social workers at community general support centers. The results of the study
indicated that the actual practice took the form of community support by social workers, developed
with guarantees of consensus formation with citizens and the cooperation of other organizations or
establishments. However, some of the issues that were faced were the necessity to obtain a leader to

take on responsibility for welfare activities and the need for the cultivation of a sense of
ownership among citizens. This has not yet been completely settled. It was inferred that the
improvement of the staff allocation of social workers and the establishment of cooperative systems
with other occupations that assume community support must be addressed to promote the actualization
of this practice.
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
