The aim of this study was to propose a method for supporting older adults
who have come to require long-term care, so that they can continue participating in communities to
which they had previously contributed. Semi-structured interviews with nurses and observation of
actual practice were conducted to reveal how nurses help older adults requiring long-term care.
Nurses ascertained which community was important to the older adults requiring long-term care by
using an assessment to gaining understanding of their feelings toward and their relationship with
the people important to them based on their life history and by providing support to them. Nurses
provided support in cooperation with the family members of older adults requiring long-term care, as

well as other professionals and community residents. The method for supporting older adults
requiring long-term care involved ascertaining which community was important to them and cooperating
with various types of professionals.
