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The aim of this study is to create a new ethnography as self and others
representation. This study is based on the background that the lead researcher of this project plays
an important role in her field in southwestern Ethiopia. She participates in many activities and
events that happen in the village, and it would be quite inappropriate to ignore her role and not
mention herself when she writes the ethnography of the village. From this, this research clarified
the role and influence of the researcher on the social relations and practices of the villagers and
examined how to write the figure of a cultural anthropologist into an ethnography as a monograph of
representation of the self and others.
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
