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A sense of presence for the others
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The purpose of this study is that revealed mechanisms of a sense of the
presence of the others in auditory environments. The phenomenon of personal space was examined by
psychological methods and analyzing acoustic characteristics, in particular, focused on (1) auditory

factor, (2) perceptual prosses of personal space. The results of the experiments showed that the
perception of personal space required auditory information correlated with auditory localization and
time-varying dynamics in the lower frequency bands. It was also showed that the perception of
personal space was influenced by the degree of humanities of the auditory events. These results
suggest that the higher process involved the perception of personal space.
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
