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This study focused on "Kung Yung Pao" §Chinese and Malay editions), which
was the only daily newspaper published for the ethnic Chinese (commonly referred to as "Huagiao
(Hwakiao)" at that time) living in Java during Japanese occupation (1942-45), in order to
empirically clarify the specific trend of the social lives of the ethnic Chinese community in
Indonesia, especially in Java.

As the main results of this study, | successfully reprinted (with a detailed commentary paper in
Japanese, Chinese and English) the newspaper materials held in the National Library of Indonesia,
and also built a database which contains the concrete names of Chinese organizations, schools and
important figures extracted from the pages of the paper.
