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Quantification of Nature in the Scientific Thoughts during the Period from the
Late Ming Dynasty to the Early Qing Dynasty
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First of all, I analyzed the “ experiments” conducted by Zhu Zaiyu, who is
well known for his discovery, the twelve-tone equal temperament. Zhu Zaiyu has been highly reputed
as a “ positivist” . However, suspecting that his discovery of the twelve-tone equal temperament was

made by his attitude, prioritizing theories rather than experimental verification. Then, analyzed
Jiang Yong' s theory of astronomy, of “ Hetu and Luoshu” , and “ Mathematics” like, Table of Eight
Lines (trigonometric functions), and Geocentric Theory, written in the He Luo Jing Yun and Shuxue.
Jiang Yong well praised the Western Studies, but on the other hand, he also supported the idea,
Xixue Zhongyuan (a thought that the origin of Western science is found in ancient China). | guess
that he thought ancient masters obviously discovered the truth and focused on finding whether the
later generations, could reveal the truth, and to apply it as their specific skills.
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
