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The aim of this research was to identify the motives for intergenerational
asset transfers. | started by analyzing the pattern of bequest division among children, since this
reflects parental motives for leaving bequests. | found that heirs of the family line and children
who took care of their parent(s) tend to receive more. This tendency is more clearly reflected in
the division of primary inheritances, in which a surviving spouse is involved in bequest division
negotiations among heirs, rather than in secondary inheritances. On the other hand, my analysis
examining the determinants of the receipt of inter vivos gifts shows that people tend to receive
gifts from their parents when they experience major life events involving large expenditures.
Moreover, the more unstable people’ s emﬁloyment and/or the lower their financial strength is, the
more likely they are to receive gifts. Therefore, unlike bequests, gifts tend to be allocated among
children based on parental altruism.
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
