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Firstly, the present study clarified that physical and psychological health
problems were related to impaired job performance in cancer survivors using a systematic review
procedure. Secondly, we clarified that multiple physical late effects were related to impaired job
performance in employed adult survivors of childhood cancer and that the presence of physical late
effects were relate to high level of worries about employment in unemployed adult survivors of
childhood cancer. We also focused on Posttraumatic Growth (PTG) and confirmed the validity and
reliability of Posttraumatic Growth Inventory-Expanded (PTGI-X). We used the PTGI-X, and
demonstrated that the New Possibilities on the PTG were related to the quality of social
participation and activities such as employment status and job performance. Based on these findings,

we are developing the intervention improving employment and job performance in childhood cancer
survivors.
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
