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We investigated whether partially hydrolyzed guar gum ameliorates small
intestinal mucosal damage and alters the intestinal microbiota using a rat small bowel resection
(SBR) model.The mucosal degeneration rate was significantly higher in the SBR group. Partially
hydrolyzed guar gum administration alleviated small intestinal mucosal damage, which could be

associated with modulation of the intestinal microbiota.
