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A Study on Enhancement of self-scaffolding Skills in order to form social
capital for problem solving

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We conducted research with the goal of developing "self-scaffolding skill"
which allows us to build resources for problem solving and enhance their own abilities through
organizing them with the help of others as needed. From the theoretical consideration and
observation, it was clarified that the learning with scaffolding was the succession of the tool from

the instructor. Based on the theoretical understanding, we proposed "aphorism accumulation method".
The method supports learners to record the instructor®s voice during the instruction, and then
transform the voice into "aphorism™ that shows instructor®s ways of thinking and doing their jobs.
It is expected that by utilizing the recorded aphorism as guides, learners can think or act like
their instructor when they try to solve some ﬁroblem by themselves. We also developed learning
system for the method. Evaluation indicated the effect of the method and the system.
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
