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Through this study, we have attempted to clarify how factors such as technology, organization,
policies, and markets affect process of firms® development. As a result, it is revealed that mutual
transfer of technology is important, and firms organizational modes are various as they include
vertical types or fluid relations among actors linked with technology sharing. Also, it is found
